We need desperately need to reduce landfill and our streets and environment from the constant pressures of pollution from totally avoidable situations. 
  
Takeaway food places should revert back to offering in house eating and using reusable utensils and supplies.  
  
Put deposits on all possible liquor and other drink containers be it plastic, glass or whatever to make it more sound for people to pick them up for deposits. 
Just add a refundable surcharge on all items like say 5 cents per item. People will pick them up for that but it needs to be on all drink containers not just a few.   
  
Re educate the public and manufacturers to reduce packaging waste where possible. 
  
Encourage stores to stop letterbox drops of printed catalogues and have them email people their catalogues instead. Rubbish bins are full of these weekly. 
They just need to establish email mailing lists. 
 
Biodegradable products still causes substantial chemical breakdown pollution and doesn't solve many pollution issues for the environment. 
It would be much better to concentrate on recyclable rather than biodegradable. 
Plus it makes better use of our resources and offers more employment options for the future.
